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Agreement on Student Exchange

between

Nstional Central University, Taiwan, and Syiah Kuala University, Indonesia

Preamble:

In order to lurther strengthen the co-operation between the two universities we hereby agree
to establish the following reciprocal student exchange program based upon principles of
mutual benefit.

ARTICLE I Number of students end field of study
Each year during the term of this agreement, each university may exchange up to 2 students
for one academic year of study at the host university. The number of students may be

modilied from time to time by mutual agreement. It is understood that a balance in number of
students exchanged shall be sought over a five-year period.

ARTICLE 2 Enrollment and duretion of stay

Participating students under the terms ofthis agreement shall be enrolled at the host university.
'l'he duration ofthe students'stay shall not exceed l2 months and not be below one semester.

ARTICLE,3 Tuition and rcrdemic fees

Students participating in this exchange shall be exempt from paying tuition and academic fees

lo the host institutionl however, they shall pay whatever fees are required of them by their
home inslitution in order to participate in the program.

ARTICLE 4 Selection criteria
Pa(icipating sludents will be selected by their instirution on the basis of the following criteria
which shall generally apply but may be deviated l'rom inappropriate cases. Thus, the students

must:

a. be citizens or perrnanent residents of the country of their home university. or hold a
valid temporary resident visa for that country;

b. have completed at least one year full+ime study in the program in which they are
registered and must remain registered in this same program during their stay at the host
universityl

c. have a good to excellent academic record;

d. meet all specific requirements set down by the home university and the host universily.

ARTICLE 5 Lenguege proficiency
Each part will in its selection procedure ensure that their students have adequate language
proficiency to conduct studies at the host institution depending on the language the subjects
are taught in.

ARTICLE 6 Admission criteria end the host university's right of rejection

Parricipating students seeking admission to the host university under the terms of this
agreement shall meet the admission requirements of the host university. Each university
reserves the right to reject candidates. in which case further candidates may be proposed. I'he
